The Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health announces the 4th year of the Procter & Gamble Fellowship Program, the first interdisciplinary scholars program at the School.  The P&G Fellows program will support doctoral students (Ph.D., Sc.D., Dr.P.H.) who are committed to advancing the health and well-being of women and children through clean water and/or improved nutrition.  Students are eligible for support during any stage of their graduate program.  Each fellow will receive a one-time grant of up to $50,000 that can be used for tuition, stipend, and/or research expenses depending on their needs. 


Prospective candidates who exemplify the spirit of the fellowships and the important collaborative relationship between Procter & Gamble and Johns Hopkins will be considered based on their academic abilities as well as their commitment to advancing the field of women’s or children’s health in the areas of nutrition or water. 


Interested applicants should submit a letter indicating their interest in applying for the P&G Fellowship Program.  The letter should include a statement of the student’s educational and career goals including a discussion about how they match the P&G Fellowship areas of emphasis, a budget and justification describing how the student intends to use the funds, a copy of their transcript (if a current student), a description of their research proposal (if developed), and at least one letter of recommendation from a faculty sponsor.  Eligible budget items include tuition, stipend at the NIH pre-doctoral level, books, computer, and thesis project expenses.
